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Introduction 

This Trail Plan Update is a guiding document for the Sisters Trails Alliance to use 
in planning, building and maintaining trails in the Sisters Community.     

The purpose of the Trail Plan is to provide the Sisters Trails Alliance and the 
Sisters community with a blueprint for future non-motorized trails.  The plan 
determines which trail projects are supported by the community and prioritizes 
them.  The Sisters Trails Alliance (STA) will use the plan to guide its future 
projects and funding needs for the next 5 to 10 years. 

The 2011 version of the Sisters Community Trail Plan updates the 2003 Trail 
Plan by describing what has been done in the interim period, summarizing the 
results of the 2010 public survey/meeting process that asked the community of 
Sisters what types of trails they want in the future, and outlining a list of trail 
projects for the Sisters Trails Alliance to work on.  The Trail Plan also reaffirms 
the goals of the Sisters Trails Alliance and the vision created in the 2003 Sisters 
Community Trail Plan. 

 

BACKGROUND 

 

The Sisters Community is defined by the Sisters School District boundary, which 
includes the town of Sisters as well as the surrounding subdivisions and 
unincorporated  areas from Cloverdale to Camp Sherman. 

Goals and Objectives of the Sisters Community Trail 
Program 

The key objectives of the Sisters Community Trail Plan are to: 

1.  Provide safe walking and bicycling routes. 

2.  Improve the Sisters Village atmosphere by reducing traffic congestion and 
pollution. 

3.  Promote health and wellness for all community members with non-motorized 
trails for walking, jogging, bicycling, skiing and horseback riding. 

4.  Improve our economy by expanding recreational use of our trails. 

5.  Provide a connection to the unique history, heritage and natural beauty of the 
Sisters area. 

6.  Provide alternative transportation routes that protect and conserve the natural 
beauty of the Sisters Community. 
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Excerpt from the Sisters Community Trails Plan 2003 

 

History of the Sisters Community Trail Plan and the 
Sisters Trails Alliance  

• The Sisters Trails Committee began as a subgroup of the Sisters 
Community Action Team (CATS) in 2000.    

• In 2001 the committee obtained a 2 year grant from the National Park 
Service River and Trails group, to assist in creating a community trail 
system through a Sisters Community Trails Plan. 

• In 2003 the Sisters Community Trails Plan was completed.  That same 
year Sisters Trails Committee became a subgroup of SOAR (Sisters 
Organization for Activities and Recreation).   

•  In 2009 Sisters Trails Committee changed its name to the Sisters Trails 
Alliance and became a membership organization. 

• In 2009 SOAR changed its name to the Sisters Parks and Recreation 
Department (SPRD). 

The Sisters Trails Alliance is a volunteer organization organized as a partner with 
the Sisters Parks and Recreation Department.  
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The key accomplishments of the Sisters Trails Alliance since its inception 
include:  

• Designated and/or built over 100 miles of community trails  

• Leveraged $91,000 total dollars through grants, donations and volunteer 
hours 

• Created a Trails group under the auspices of the Sisters Parks and 
Recreation District that provides trail planning, maintenance, and 
advocacy for the community 

• Worked with local government agencies such as the City of Sisters, the 
U.S. Forest Service, and Deschutes County in providing input and advice 
on trails and non-motorized transportation issues 

• Sponsored or co-sponsored numerous community events to promote the 
use of the trails 

Trail Types and Other Defintions 

In this Trail Plan the following definitions are used: 

• Bike Lane – A portion of a roadway which has been designated by striping and 
pavement markings for the preferential or exclusive use of bicyclists. State 
standards for bike lanes are a minimum of 6 feet wide. 

• Designated Trail – Any path or portion of a roadway that is marked with signs for 
direction, mileage and reassurance, and is regularly maintained for use. 

• Easement – A right, as a right-of-way, afforded a person to make limited use of 
another’s real property. 

• Right-of-Way – A general term denoting publicly owned land, property, or 
interest therein, usually in a strip, acquired for or devoted to transportation 
purposes. A Right-of-Way also refers to the right of one vehicle or pedestrian to 
proceed in a lawful manner in preference to another vehicle or pedestrian. 

• Multi-Use Path – A path physically separated from motor vehicle traffic by an 
open space or barrier and either within a highway right-of-way or within an 
independent right-of-way, used by bicyclists, pedestrians, joggers, skaters, 
equestrians and other non-motorized travelers. State standards for a multi-use 
path are a minimum of 10 feet wide. 

• Shared Roadway – A type of bikeway where bicyclists and motor vehicles share 
a travel lane. There are no State standards for most shared roadways; they are 
simply the road as constructed. They function well on low volume rural roads. 

• Shoulder Bikeway – A type of bikeway where bicyclists travel on a paved 
shoulder. State standards for width vary based on the amount of traffic on the 
road. For rural collectors, which are common to this project, it is a minimum of 5 
feet. 
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• Sisters Community – Refers to the community of Sisters as determined by 
the Sisters School District boundary, which includes the city of Sisters and 
surrounding subdivisions. 

 

TRAIL PLAN UPDATE PROCESS 

 

The process of updating the 2003 Trail plan began with involving the community 
through a Sisters Community Trails survey (see Appendix 1).  This survey was 
sent to individuals on the STA email list, promoted through the Sisters Nugget, 
and posted on the STA website.  Over 130 responses were received.  In addition, 
one public meeting was held on May 6, 2010.  Over 30 interested people showed 
up and provided their verbal input about the community’s trail needs. 

The STA compiled the results of the public survey and the public meeting and 
compared them to the goals of the Sisters Community Trails program.  Over 140 
new trails were suggested by the respondents, many of them mentioned by 
multiple individuals.  Several recurring themes were evident in the trail ideas 
suggested by the respondents.  People were most interested in trails that will: 

• Connect subdivisions to Sisters 
• Connect nearby towns to each other and to Sisters 
• Connect the Sisters area to recreation trails in the surrounding National 

Forest. 

Trail Survey Results – What the Community Wants 

Over 130 responses were obtained from the Community Trail Survey.   

• 93% of the respondents had used an existing Sisters Community Trail. 

• The most popular trails were Peterson Ridge Trail, Sisters Tie Trail and 
Indian Ford Road (road bike route). 

• The trails are used frequently; over 40% used their favorite trail weekly.  
Daily use was much lower at around 5%. 

• Biking is the most popular use of the trails (road cycling and mountain 
biking combined), with 44% of respondents.  Horseback riding, hiking and 
running were next with 24%, 18% and 12% respectively. 

• Recreation accounts for 85% of trail use, and commuting is around 9%. 

When asked what type of trail the respondent would want to see built, the 
following was the result: 

• Mountain Biking – 26% wanted more mountain bike trails. 

• Road Biking – 24% wanted more road bike routes/trails. 

• Horseback Riding – 21% wanted more horse trails. 

• Walking -14% wanted more walking trails. 
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• Running – 10% wanted more running trails. 
Note: in many situations, several of these uses can be combined on the same 
trail. 

When asked what type of trail surface they preferred, 61% wanted native surface 
(dirt) and 29% wanted paved.  10% of respondents wanted gravel or other type 
of surface.   

The physical type of trail corresponded to the above surfacing and use, with 57% 
being single-track trail, 26% multi-use paths separated from roads, and 15% bike 
lanes. 

When asked why the respondents wanted the trails they had listed, their 
responses indicated they wanted to:   

• 40%  connect to existing trails 

• 19%  connect Sisters to other towns 

• 13%  new recreation trails 

• 11%  connect the town of Sisters to neighborhoods 

• 7%  new improved bike lanes 

• 6%  improve existing trails 

• 4%  establish new routes within Sisters 

Respondents were also asked what type of trail improvements/amenities they 
wanted.  Their responses were:   

• 84%  trail signs 

• 75% trail maps 

• 54% parking at trailheads 

• 40%  restrooms at trailheads 

• 39%  viewing areas 

• 32%  information kiosks 

• 30%  posted regulations 

• 30%  horse trailer parking 

• 29%  historical or interpretive signs 

• 25%   pet waste disposal

Future Trail Project Proposals 

Based upon the public input and the goals of the Sisters Community Trail 
program, the following trails were identified as having the highest priority. 

Connecting Sisters to surrounding subdivisions and other communities 
• Crossroads to school campuses 
• Sisters to Camp Sherman (to be considered in 3 segments) 

o Tollgate Wagon Road 
o Tollgate to Black Butte Ranch 
o Black Butte Ranch to Camp Sherman 

• North Pine Street – Indian Ford/Sage Meadow to Sisters 
• Paved path on or near the Mainline Road 
• Sisters-to-Bend mountain bike trail single track through Skyline Forest with 

connection to Tumalo Falls 
 
Connections to Existing Recreation Trails 

• Peterson Ridge Trail to Metolius-Windigo Trail and bridge across 
Whychus Creek 

• Whychus Creek through Sisters upstream 
• FivePine south to Peterson Ridge Trail and National Forest on east side of 

Sewer Plant 
• Horse trail loops from Cold Springs to Graham Corral toward McKenzie 

Pass and back toward Cow Camp 
• Reroute Crossroads-High School connector trail off roads to single track 

 
New Recreation Trails 

• Walking/mountain bike trail along Whychus Creek downstream from Camp 
Polk to Alder Springs and Deschutes River 

• Pave Cold Springs Cutoff for road bike route 

Coordination with Other Transportation and Trail Plans 

The Sisters Community Trails Plan does not exist by itself.  Deschutes County 
has a Transportation Plan, as does the City of Sisters.  Both of these plans have 
a bicycle/pedestrian component.  In addition, the Forest Service, Bureau of Land 
Management  and nearby communities such as Black Butte Ranch, Tollgate and 
Camp Sherman have trail plans.    

All efforts will be made to incorporate those plans into this one, by connecting 
existing and planned trails to proposed ones. 

The Sisters Trails Alliance will consult with the landowners to determine which 
trails are feasible. 
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Trail Management and How the Sisters Trails Alliance 
Works 

The Sisters Trails Alliance (STA) will assume responsibility for the proposed 
trails.  If needed, agreements with current landowners will be obtained.  Where it 
is necessary, trail rights of way will be obtained through a trail easement.  The 
easement will be granted to the Sisters Parks and Recreation Department. 

Trail construction and maintenance will be done by volunteers or contractors of 
the Sisters Trails Alliance working through the Sisters Parks and Recreation 
Department. 

The Sisters Trails Alliance will coordinate volunteers, work closely with the 
landowner, and monitor the condition of the trail and other improvements such as 
signs and bridges. 

Descriptions of Proposed Priority Trails 

The Sisters Trails Alliance carefully considered the list of trails proposed through 
the public survey and meeting process and prioritized them based upon their 
popularity among the respondents, their congruence with the goals of the 
Community Trails program, and their feasibility.  The details associated with the 
priority list of trails are shown below.   (See Appendix  2 for maps, trails are 
identified by number on the map.) 

1. Crossroads to School Campus Path – this is a 1.1 mile multi-use path from 
the Crossroads subdivision’s east fire exit, paralleling Forest Road 15 to 
Highway 242, then along the north side of Highway 242 to connect with the 
schools and the existing paved path to town.   Use will be for bikes, walking, 
running and commuting to town and schools.   
Details:  The landowners are the US Forest Service, Crossroads 
Homeowner’s Association (fire exit), and Oregon Department of 
Transportation (along Hwy 242).  Preferred surfacing will be a paved multi-
use path 8-10 feet wide. 

Sisters to Camp Sherman – Three Segments  

2. Segment 1 – Tollgate Wagon Road (Sisters to Tollgate) – this will be a 
1 mile long multi-use path from Sisters Shopping Center (McDonalds)  to 
the Tollgate east fire exit and entrance road.  The path is south of 
Highway 20 and north of Tollgate.  The path will connect Ray’s grocery 
store and the north end of Sisters to Tollgate subdivision. 
Details:  The landowners include one private owner west of McDonalds or 
the State Highway ROW, and the U.S. Forest Service.  Preferred 
surfacing will be a paved multi-use path 8-10 feet wide.   

3. Segment 2 – Tollgate to Black Butte Ranch – this 7.5 mile long 
segment will be a continuation of the multi-use path south of Highway 20 
to Black Butte Ranch main entrance.  This will be a segment to connect 
Sisters and Tollgate subdivision with Black Butte Ranch. 
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Details:  The landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  Preferred surfacing 
will be a paved 8-10 feet wide multi-use path.   

4. Segment 3 –Black Butte Ranch to Camp Sherman – this will be a 5 
mile segment, similar to segment 1 and 2.  It will cross Highway 20 and 
stay on the east side of the 14 Road (Camp Sherman Road), and will 
connect with the compact gravel path in Camp Sherman.  This segment 
will complete the connection between Sisters, Black Butte Ranch, Tollgate 
and Camp Sherman. 
Details:  The landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  Preferred surfacing 
will be a paved 8-10 feet wide multi-use path.   

5.  North Pine Street – this will be a 1.7 mile multi-use path connecting the 
subdivisions north of Sisters to the town.  The subdivisions include Indian 
Ford, Squawback Woods, Trapper Point and Crooked Horseshoe.    
Details:  The landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  Preferred surfacing will 
be a paved 8-10 feet wide multi-use path. 

6. Mainline Road west to Plainview/Harrington Loop – this will be a 5 mile 
path, either using the Mainline Road or adjacent to it as a separate path, 
connecting Three Creeks Road to Harrington Loop. 
 Details:  The landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  Preferred surfacing will 
be a paved 8-10 wide multi-use path. 

7. Peterson Ridge to Bend (Tumalo Falls) Mountain Bike trail – this will be a 
single track trail for 17 miles, connecting Three Creeks Road and the upper 
end of Peterson Ridge Trail to Tumalo Falls near Bend.   The possibilities for 
location are many,  the trail will go near Three Creek Butte and connect with 
the Mrazek Trail above Tumalo Falls. 
Details:  The landowners are the U.S. Forest Service and Cascade 
Timberlands Inc. (Skyline Forest).  The trail will be a single-track mountain 
bike/hiking trail. 

8. Peterson Ridge to Metolius-Windigo Trail  - this 2-mile single-track trail will 
connect the Peterson Ridge Trail to the Metolius-Windigo trail on the south 
side of Whychus Creek.  Included in this proposal will be a bridge for hikers 
and mountain bikes to cross Whychus Creek. 
Details:  The landowners are the U.S. Forest Service and Ochoco Properties 
LLC (corner of property) The trail will be a single track mountain bike/hiking 
trail. 

9. Whychus Creek Trail – Sisters-Camp Polk Connector – this will be a 4-mile 
single-track on the north side of Whychus Creek from East Cascade Street to 
Camp Polk Road.   
Details:  The landowners are many (20+), and feasibility of this trail needs to 
be determined.  It may be possible to partner with the Deschutes Land Trust 
who owns property and conservation easements in the area.  The trail will be 
a single-track mountain bike/hiking trail. 
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10. Fivepine to Peterson Ridge Trail – this 1.3-mile long single-track will 
connect the Fivepine development to the Peterson Ridge trail.  The first half 
mile is on private land; the rest will be on National Forest roads. 
Details:  The landowners are Willitts LLC, Lazy Z Meadow LLC,  and the U.S. 
Forest Service.  The trail will be a single-track mountain bike/hiking trail.  
Opportunities for horse use are limited by the lack of trailer parking at the 
Fivepine development. 

11.  Horse trail loops from Metolius-Windigo Trail from Sisters Cow Camp to 
Graham Corral – these two approximately 5-mile trails will combine single-
track trails and existing forest roads to create two loop opportunities off the 
Metolius-Windigo Trail:  one north of Hwy. 242 between Graham Corral and 
Cold Springs, going to the top of 4 Mile Butte, the other south of Hwy. 242 
connecting between Cold Springs and  Sisters Cow Camp.   
Details:  The landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  The trail will be a 
combination of stretches of single-track trail linked with existing forest roads. 

12.  Reroute Sisters Schools-Crossroads trail to single track.  This trail 
consists of 2 segments of single track, approximately 1.50 miles in length, 
that reroutes this trail from existing Forest Service roads to a single track trail. 
Details:  landowner is the U.S. Forest Service.  The trail will be a single track 
mountain bike/hiking trail.   

13.  Whychus Creek downstream – this will be a 12-mile single-track trail 
following Whychus Creek downstream from Camp Polk to Alder Springs.  The 
trail would be located on the east side of Whychus Creek. 
Details:  There are several private landowners in this section, plus the 
Deschutes Land Trust, the BLM and the U.S. Forest Service.  This is also an 
opportunity to partner with the Land Trust to obtain access across private 
land. 

14. Cold Springs Cutoff paving - this proposal calls for the paving of Cold 
Springs Cutoff to create an 11-mile road bike loop route out of Sisters.    
About 3 miles of road would require paving; the rest of the loop is comprised 
of state highways. 
Details:  landowner is U.S. Forest Service.  Another party would be 
responsible for paving the road and maintaining it, as the current gravel road 
meets Forest Service needs.  Due to cost and use, this may not be feasible, 
but is included here for future reference.  An alternative, to complete paving of 
the road may be the paving of a bike path on or adjacent to the existing road. 

Other Trail Projects: 

In addition to trail projects, the Sisters Trails Alliance has other possible projects 
that were identified by the Trails Survey as needed on the Sisters Community 
Trails system.  These items are 

• Trail signing – directional signs and reassurance signs with Sisters Trails 
logo. 

• Trail Maps – maps for trailheads, larger for-sale maps, and website maps. 
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• Restrooms at trailheads – this is a big budget item that requires weekly 
maintenance.  The Sisters Trails Alliance will need to partner with 
landowners and agencies such as the Forest Service and City to 
accomplish this. 

• Viewing Areas – identify overlooks and provide trails and signage. 

• Information Kiosks – at trailheads, these provide maps and trail 
information. 

• Technical Features on mountain bike trails – the installation of more 
technical routes for mountain bikers.  Landowners may place restrictions 
on these. 

• Pave the compact gravel path to Tollgate – improve the gravel path to 
pavement.
